Patrol Guider Responsibilities & Info
· Responsible Guider for camp is Taryn Llyod and Tara Mitchell

· Guiders (and their immediate children) can arrive at camp Friday May 1st as early as 4pm.

· Upon arrival Guiders will check in and collect their welcome package.

· Youth/Patrols are invited to begin arriving at 6pm (please no earlier).

· Each Guider is responsible for their patrol of girls & their girl’s medication & minor First Aid requirements. Bring copies of your medication administration forms and first aid forms.

· Bring an H1 for all girls and an H2 Adult health form for yourself to the event and keep with you. 

· Provide the RG (Taryn/Tara) with your unit’s Home Contact Person by April 23rd.  

· Give all contact information for all girls to your Home Contact Person so they have it during the camp.

· The SG4 will be sent out to all Guiders for your reference – please print and bring a copy with you.

· Guiders are expected to participate in all programs and activities and assigned stations/duties. 
· You will be assigned some activities to help with when you arrive at camp
· Help wherever needed
· All girls and Guiders are required to sleep in tents both nights
· Youth & Adults CANNOT sleep in the same tent *unless there are 2 adults in each tent

Patrol Equipment kit list below:

· Tents for your patrol and Guiders
· Extra rope, tent stakes and a mallet or hammer
· Tarps – check the weather!
· One camp shelter (pop-up or large tarp with poles and rope) – check the
	weather.
· Small table (you may want this for free time, the picnic tables will be used
	for meals and stations.)
· Camp Chairs (see personal kit list)
· 1 Lantern (with fuel) or larger flashlight, matches/lighter
· First Aid Kit – Each unit needs to bring their own as well as Band-Aids.
